Annotation

The diploma project of student D.K. Mikheieva, titled “Emptiness, ” presents an
artistic exploration of the profound internal states of the individual through the
medium of painting. The author approaches emptiness not as a void or loss of
meaning, but as an aesthetically and emotionally saturated space where themes
such as fatigue, depression, loneliness, and the search for meaning can be
articulated.

The concept is realized through visual contrasts of silence, blurred figures,
minimalist composition, and a muted color palette. The work is grounded in
personal experiences while simultaneously engaging with the discourse of
contemporary art, referencing a wide range of artistic traditions — from the Pre-
Raphaelites and Symbolists to Expressionists (e.g., Schiele, Munch) and
Conceptualists (e.g., Malevich, El Greco).

Technically, the project incorporates textured paste, the alla prima method, and the
interplay between densely worked surfaces and untouched canvas. Through
Imagery, color, and texture, the student constructs an expressive artistic space that
invites empathy and introspection. In this work, emptiness is conceived not as an
end, but as a space for the emergence of the new.
