The thesis “Hero of Ukraine Ruslan Malyavin” is dedicated to my uncle — a
soldier who died defending Ukraine’s independence. This work became not only
an artistic project, but also a personal confession. Through the language of
painting, I sought to preserve his memory and capture the image of a loved one

who gave his life for our future.

The painting addresses the viewer not merely as a witness to war, but as someone
capable of empathy. The portrait of the hero is painted in a realistic manner, yet
enriched with emotional details — his gaze, the light, and the color symbolism —
that express a quiet strength, dignity, and sorrow. The composition is designed to
draw attention to the face and posture — calm, yet filled with inner power. The
color palette combines deep cool tones with warm, golden highlights symbolizing

remembrance, honor, and hope.

This piece is an attempt to share something that words cannot fully express. It is a
personal story that resonates with the experience of thousands of Ukrainians who
have lost their loved ones. Here, art becomes an act of memory, grief, and love —

a language through which we say again and again: we remember.
