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Foreword

The Standards and guidelines for quality assurance
in the European Higher Education Area (ESG) were
adopted by the Ministers responsible for higher edu-
cation in 2005 following a proposal prepared by the
European Association for Quality Assurance in High-
er Education (ENQA) in cooperation with the Europe-
an Students’ Union (ESU)', the European Association
of Institutions in Higher Education (EURASHE) and
the European University Association (EUA).

Since 2005, considerable progress has been made
in quality assurance as well as in other Bologna
action lines such as qualification frameworks, re-
cognition and the promotion of the use of learning
outcomes, all these contributing to a paradigm shift
towards student-centred learning and teaching.

Given this changing context, in 2012 the Ministerial
Communiqué invited the E4 Group (ENQA, ESU, EUA,
EURASHE) in cooperation with Education Interna-
tional (EI), BUSINESSEUROPE and the European Qual-
ity Assurance Register for Higher Education (EQAR)
to prepare an initial proposal for a revised ESG “to
improve their clarity, applicability and usefulness, in-
cluding their scope’.

The revision included several consultation rounds
involving both the key stakeholder organisations
and ministries. The many comments, proposals and
recommendations received have been carefully ana-
lysed and taken very seriously by the Steering Group
(SG). They are reflected in the resulting version of
the ESG. Moreover the proposal also reflects a con-
sensus among all the organisations involved on how
to take forward quality assurance in the European
Higher Education Area and, as such, provides a firm
basis for successful implementation.

Setting the context

Higher education, research and innovation play a
crucial role in supporting social cohesion, economic
growth and global competitiveness. Given the de-
sire for European societies to become increasingly
knowledge-based, higher education is an essential
component of socio-economic and cultural develop-
ment. At the same time, an increasing demand for
skills and competences requires higher education to
respond in new ways.

Broader access to higher education is an opportuni-
ty for higher education institutions to make use of in-
creasingly diverse individual experiences. Respond-
ing to diversity and growing expectations for higher
education requires a fundamental shift in its provi-
sion; it requires a more student-centred approach to
learning and teaching, embracing flexible learning
paths and recognising competences gained outside
formal curricula. Higher education institutions them-
selves also become more diverse in their missions,
mode of educational provision and cooperation, in-
cluding growth of internationalisation, digital learn-
ing and new forms of delivery?. The role of quality
assurance is crucial in supporting higher education
systems and institutions in responding to these
changes while ensuring the qualifications achieved
by students and their experience of higher educa-
tion remain at the forefront of institutional missions.

A key goal of the Standards and Guidelines for Quali-
ty Assurance in the European Higher Education Area
(ESG) is to contribute to the common understand-
ing of quality assurance for learning and teaching
across borders and among all stakeholders. They
have played and will continue to play an important
role in the development of national and institutio-
nal quality assurance systems across the European
Higher Education Area (EHEA) and cross-border
cooperation. Engagement with quality assurance
processes, particularly the external ones, allows
European higher education systems to demonstrate
quality and increase transparency, thus helping to
build mutual trust and better recognition of their
qualifications, programmes and other provision.

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The ESG are used by institutions and quality assur-
ance agencies as a reference document for internal
and external quality assurance systems in higher
education. Moreover, they are used by the European
Quality Assurance Register (EQAR), which is respon-
sible for the register of quality assurance agencies
that comply with the ESG.

Scope and Concepts

The ESG are a set of standards and guidelines for in-
ternal and external quality assurance in higher edu-
cation. The ESG are not standards for quality, nor do
they prescribe how the quality assurance processes
are implemented, but they provide guidance, cover-
ing the areas which are vital for successful quality
provision and learning environments in higher edu-
cation. The ESG should be considered in a broader
context that also includes qualifications frameworks,
ECTS and diploma supplement that also contribute
to promoting the transparency and mutual trust in
higher education in the EHEA.

The focus of the ESG is on quality assurance re-
lated to learning and teaching in higher educa-
tion, including the learning environment and re-
levant links to research and innovation. In addition
institutions have policies and processes to ensure
and improve the quality of their other activities, such
as research and governance.

The ESG apply to all higher education offered
in the EHEA regardless of the mode of study or
place of delivery. Thus, the ESG are also applicable
to all higher education including transnational and
cross-border provision. In this document the term
“programme” refers to higher education in its
broadest sense, including that which is not part of
a programme leading to a formal degree.

Higher education aims to fulfil multiple purposes;
including preparing students for active citizenship,
for their future careers (e.g. contributing to their
employability), supporting their personal develop-
ment, creating a broad advanced knowledge base
and stimulating research and innovation®. Therefore,
stakeholders, who may prioritise different purposes,
can view quality in higher education differently and
quality assurance needs to take into account these
different perspectives. Quality, whilst not easy to
define, is mainly a result of the interaction between
teachers, students and the institutional learning
environment. Quality assurance should ensure a

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learning environment in which the content of pro-
grammes, learning opportunities and facilities are fit
for purpose.

At the heart of all quality assurance activities are the
twin purposes of accountability and enhancement.
Taken together, these create trust in the higher edu-
cation institution’s performance. A successfully im-
plemented quality assurance system will provide in-
formation to assure the higher education institution
and the public of the quality of the higher education
institution’s activities (accountability) as well as pro-
vide advice and recommendations on how it might
improve what it is doing (enhancement). Quality as-
surance and quality enhancement are thus inter-re-
lated. They can support the development of a quality
culture that is embraced by all: from the students
and academic staff to the institutional leadership
and management.

The term ‘quality assurance’ is used in this do-
cument to describe all activities within the con-
tinuous improvement cycle (i.e. assurance and
enhancement activities).

Unless otherwise specified, in the document stake-
holders are understood to cover all actors within an
institution, including students and staff, as well as
external stakeholders such as employers and exter-
nal partners of an institution.

The word institution is used in the standards and
guidelines to refer to higher education institutions.
Depending on the institution’s approach to quality
assurance it can, however, refer to the institution as
whole or to any actors within the institution.

ESG: purposes and principles

The ESG have the following purposes:

+ They set a common framework for quality as-
surance systems for learning and teaching at
European, national and institutional level,

+ They enable the assurance and improvement
of quality of higher education in the European
higher education area;

+ They support mutual trust, thus facilitating re-
cognition and mobility within and across national
borders;

+ They provide information on quality assur-
ance in the EHEA.

These purposes provide a framework within which

Broad ac-
ceptance of all standards is a precondition for creat-
ing common understanding of quality assurance in
Europe. For these reasons, the ESG need to be at a
reasonably generic level in order to ensure that they
are applicable to all forms of provision.
The ESG provide the criteria at European level
against which quality assurance agencies and their
activities are assessed”. This ensures that the quality
assurance agencies in the EHEA adhere to the same
set of principles and the processes and procedures
are modelled to fit the purposes and requirements
of their contexts.

The ESG are based on the following four principles

for quality assurance in the EHEA:

* Higher education institutions have primary re-
sponsibility for the quality of their provision and
its assurance;

* Quality assurance responds to the diversity
of higher education systems, institutions, pro-
grammes and students;

* Quality assurance supports the development of a
quality culture;

+ Quality assurance takes into account the needs
and expectations of students, all other stakehold-
ers and society.

The standards for quality assurance have been di-
vided into three parts:

* Internal quality assurance

+ External quality assurance

* Quality assurance agencies

It should be kept in mind, however, that the three
parts are intrinsically interlinked and together form
the basis for a European quality assurance frame-
work. External quality assurance in Part 2 recognis-
es the standards for internal quality assurance in
Part 1 thus ensuring that the internal work undertak-
en by institutions is directly relevant to any external
quality assurance that they undergo. In the same
way Part 3 refers to Part 2. Thus, these three parts
work on a complementary basis in higher education
institutions as well as in agencies and also work on
the understanding that other stakeholders contrib-
ute to the framework. As a consequence, the three
parts should be read as a whole.

The standards set out agreed and accepted prac-
tice for quality assurance in higher education in the
EHEA and should, therefore, be taken account of and
adhered to by those concerned, in all types of high-
er education provision®. The summary list of stand-
ards for quality assurance is placed in the annex for
easy reference.

The guidelines explain why the standard is important
and describe how standards might be implemen-
ted. They set out good practice in the relevant area
for consideration by the actors involved in quality
assurance. Implementation will vary depending on
different contexts.

Part 1: Standards and guidelines for
internal quality assurance

1.1 Policy for quality assurance

Standard:

Institutions should have a policy for quality as-
surance that is made public and forms part of
their strategic management. Internal stakehold-

while involving external stakeholders.

Guidelines:
Policies and processes are the main pillars of a co-
herent institutional quality assurance system that
forms a cycle for continuous improvement and con-
tributes to the accountability of the institution. It
supports the development of quality culture in which
all internal stakeholders assume responsibility for
quality and engage in quality assurance at all levels
of the institution. In order to facilitate this, the policy
has a formal status and is publicly available.
Quality assurance policies are most effective when
they reflect the relationship between research and
learning & teaching and take account of both the
national context in which the institution operates,
the institutional context and its strategic approach.
Such a policy supports
* the organisation of the quality assurance system;
* departments, schools, faculties and other organi-
sational units as well as those of institutional lead-
ership, individual staff members and students to
take on their responsibilities in quality assurance;
+ academic integrity and freedom and is vigilant
against academic fraud;
* guarding against intolerance of any kind or dis-
crimination against the students or staff;
* the involvement of external stakeholders in qua-
lity assurance.
The policy translates into practice through a varie-
ty of internal quality assurance processes that allow
participation across the institution. How the policy is
implemented, monitored and revised is the institu-
tion’s decision.
The quality assurance policy also covers any ele-
ments of an institution’s activities that are subcon-
tracted to or carried out by other parties.

1.2 Design and approval of programmes

Standard:

Institutions should have processes for the de-
sign and approval of their programmes. The
programmes should be designed so that they
meet the objectives set for them, including the
intended learning outcomes. The qualification
resulting from a programme should be clearly

Study programmes are at the core of the higher edu-

cation institutions’ teaching mission. They provide

students with both academic knowledge and skills

including those that are transferable, which may in-

fluence their personal development and may be ap-

plied in their future careers.

Programmes

+ are designed with overall programme objectives
that are in line with the institutional strategy and
have explicit intended learning outcomes;

+ are designed by involving students and other
stakeholders in the work;

+ benefit from external expertise and reference
points;

+ reflect the four purposes of higher education of
the Council of Europe (cf. Scope and Concepts);

+ are designed so that they enable smooth student
progression;

+ define the expected student workload, e.g. in
ECTS;

* include well-structured placement opportunities
where appropriate®;

* are subject to a formal institutional approval pro-
cess.

1.3 Student-centred learning, teaching
and assessment

Standard:

Institutions should ensure that the programmes
are delivered in a way that encourages students
to take an active role in creating the learning
process, and that the assessment of students re-
flects this approach.

Guidelines:

Student-centred learning and teaching plays an
important role in stimulating students’ motivation,
self-reflection and engagement in the learning pro-
cess. This means careful consideration of the design
and delivery of study programmes and the assess-
ment of outcomes.

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The implementation of student-centred learning and

teaching

* respects and attends to the diversity of students
and their needs, enabling flexible learning paths;

+ considers and uses different modes of delivery,
where appropriate;
+ flexibly uses a variety of pedagogical methods;

* regqularly evaluates and adjusts the modes of de-
livery and pedagogical methods;

* encourages a sense of autonomy in the learner,
while ensuring adequate guidance and support
from the teacher;

« promotes mutual respect within the learn-
er-teacher relationship;

* has appropriate procedures for dealing with stu-
dents’ complaints.

Considering the importance of assessment for the

students’ progression and their future careers, qua-

lity assurance processes for assessment take into
account the following:

+ Assessors are familiar with existing testing and
examination methods and receive support in de-
veloping their own skills in this field;

+ The criteria for and method of assessment as
well as criteria for marking are published in ad-
vance;

+ The assessment allows students to demonstrate
the extent to which the intended learning out-
comes have been achieved. Students are given
feedback, which, if necessary, is linked to advice
on the learning process;

* Where possible, assessment is carried out by
more than one examiner;

+ The regulations for assessment take into account
mitigating circumstances;

+ Assessment is consistent, fairly applied to all
students and carried out in accordance with the
stated procedures;

« A formal procedure for student appeals is in
place.

1.3 Student admission, progression,
recognition and certification

Standard:

Institutions should consistently apply pre-de-
fined and published regulations covering all
phases of the student “life cycle”, e.g. student
admission, progression, recognition and certifi-
cation.

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Guidelines:

Providing conditions and support that are necessary
for students to make progress in their academic ca-
reer is in the best interest of the individual students,
programmes, institutions and systems. It is vital to
have fit-for-purpose admission, recognition and
completion procedures, particularly when students
are mobile within and across higher education sys-
tems.

It is important that access policies, admission pro-
cesses and criteria are implemented consistently
and in a transparent manner. Induction to the institu-
tion and the programme is provided.

Institutions need to put in place both processes and
tools to collect, monitor and act on information on
student progression.

Fair recognition of higher education qualifications,
periods of study and prior learning, including the
recognition of non-formal and informal learning, are
essential components for ensuring the students’
progress in their studies, while promoting mobility.
Appropriate recognition procedures rely on:

* institutional practice for recognition being in line
with the principles of the Lisbon Recognition
Convention;

* cooperation with other institutions, quality assur-
ance agencies and the national ENIC/NARIC cen-
tre with a view to ensuring coherent recognition
across the country.

Graduation represents the culmination of the stu-
dents’ period of study. Students need to receive
documentation explaining the qualification gained,
including achieved learning outcomes and the con-
text, level, content and status of the studies that
were pursued and successfully completed.

1.5 Teaching staff

Standard:

Institutions should assure themselves of the
competence of their teachers. They should apply
fair and transparent processes for the recruit-
ment and development of the staff.

Guidelines:

The teacher’s role is essential in creating a high
quality student experience and enabling the acqui-
sition of knowledge, competences and skills. The di-
versifying student population and stronger focus on
learning outcomes require student-centred learning

Higher education institutions have primary respon-

sibility for the quality of their staff and for provid-

ing them with a supportive environment that allows

them to carry out their work effectively. Such an en-

vironment

+ sets up and follows clear, transparent and fair
processes for staff recruitment and conditions
of employment that recognise the importance of
teaching;

+ offers opportunities for and promotes the pro-
fessional development of teaching staff;

*+ encourages scholarly activity to strengthen the
link between education and research;

* encourages innovation in teaching methods and
the use of new technologies.

1.6 Learning resources and student
support

Standard:

Institutions should have appropriate funding for
learning and teaching activities and ensure that
adequate and readily accessible learning re-
sources and student support are provided.

Guidelines:

For a good higher education experience, institu-
tions provide a range of resources to assist student
learning. These vary from physical resources such
as libraries, study facilities and IT infrastructure to
human support in the form of tutors, counsellors
and other advisers. The role of support services is
of particular importance in facilitating the mobili-
ty of students within and across higher education
systems.

The needs of a diverse student population (such as
mature, part-time, employed and international stu-
dents as well as students with disabilities), and the
shift towards student-centred learning and flexible
modes of learning and teaching, are taken into ac-
count when allocating, planning and providing the
learning resources and student support.

Support activities and facilities may be organised
in a variety of ways depending on the institutional
context. However, the internal quality assurance en-
sures that all resources are fit for purpose, accessi-
ble, and that students are informed about the servi-
ces available to them.

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In delivering support services the role of support
and administrative staff is crucial and therefore they
need to be qualified and have opportunities to de-
velop their competences.

1.7 Information management

Standard:
Institutions should ensure that they collect, ana-
lyse and use relevant information for the effec-
tive management of their programmes and other
activities.

Guidelines:

Reliable data is crucial for informed decision-mak-
ing and for knowing what is working well and what
needs attention. Effective processes to collect and
analyse information about study programmes and
other activities feed into the internal quality assur-
ance system.

The information gathered depends, to some extent,
on the type and mission of the institution. The follow-
ing are of interest:

* Key performance indicators;

* Profile of the student population;

+ Student progression, success and drop-out rates;

+ Students’ satisfaction with their programmes;

* Learning resources and student support available;
+ Career paths of graduates.

Various methods of collecting information may be
used. It is important that students and staff are in-
volved in providing and analysing information and
planning follow-up activities.

1.8 Public information

Standard:

Institutions should publish information about
their activities, including programmes, which is
clear, accurate, objective, up-to date and readily
accessible.

Guidelines:

Information on institutions’ activities is useful for
prospective and current students as well as for gra-
duates, other stakeholders and the public.
Therefore, institutions provide information about
their activities, including the programmes they of-
fer and the selection criteria for them, the intended
learning outcomes of these programmes, the quali-
fications they award, the teaching, learning and as-

1.9 On-going monitoring and periodic
review of programmes

Standard:

Institutions should monitor and periodically
review their programmes to ensure that they
achieve the objectives set for them and respond
to the needs of students and society. These re-
views should lead to continuous improvement
of the programme. Any action planned or taken
as a result should be communicated to all those
concerned.

Guidelines:

Regular monitoring, review and revision of study
programmes aim to ensure that the provision re-
mains appropriate and to create a supportive and
effective learning environment for students.

They include the evaluation of:

+ The content of the programme in the light of the
latest research in the given discipline thus ensur-
ing that the programme is up-to-date;

+ The changing needs of society;

+ The students’ workload, progression and comple-
tion;

+ The effectiveness of procedures for assessment
of students;

+ The student expectations, needs and satisfaction
in relation to the programme;

+ The learning environment and support services
and their fitness for purpose for the programme.

Programmes are reviewed and revised regularly in-
volving students and other stakeholders. The info-
rmation collected is analysed and the programme
is adapted to ensure that it is up-to-date. Revised
programme specifications are published.

External quality assurance in its various forms can
verify the effectiveness of institutions’ internal qua-
lity assurance, act as a catalyst for improvement and
offer the institution new perspectives. It will also
provide information to assure the institution and the
public of the quality of the institution’s activities.

Institutions participate in cyclical external quality as-
surance that takes account, where relevant, of the
requirements of the legislative framework in which
they operate. Therefore, depending on the frame-
work, this external quality assurance may take differ-
ent forms and focus at different organisational levels
(such as programme, faculty or institution).

Quality assurance is a continuous process that does
not end with the external feedback or report or its
follow-up process within the institution. Therefore,
institutions ensure that the progress made since the
last external quality assurance activity is taken into
consideration when preparing for the next one.

Part 2: Standards and guidelines for
external quality assurance

2.1 Consideration of internal quality
assurance

Standard:

External quality assurance should address the
effectiveness of the internal quality assurance
processes described in Part 1 of the ESG.

Guidelines:

Quality assurance in higher education is based on
the institutions’ responsibility for the quality of their
programmes and other provision; therefore it is im-
portant that external quality assurance recognises
and supports institutional responsibility for qua-
lity assurance. To ensure the link between internal
and external quality assurance, external quality as-
surance includes consideration of the standards of
Part 1. These may be addressed differently, depend-
ing on the type of external quality assurance.

2.2 Designing methodologies fit
for purpose

Standard:
External quality assurance should be defined
and designed specifically to ensure its fitness to

The aims, objectives and implementation of the pro-

cesses will

+ bear in mind the level of workload and cost that
they will place on institutions;

* take into account the need to support institu-
tions to improve quality;

+ allow institutions to demonstrate this improve-
ment;

* result in clear information on the outcomes and
the follow-up.

The system for external quality assurance might

operate in @ more flexible way if institutions are able

to demonstrate the effectiveness of their own inter-

nal quality assurance.

2.3 Implementing processes

Standard:

External quality assurance processes should be
reliable, useful, pre-defined, implemented con-
sistently and published. They include

+ a self-assessment or equivalent;

+ an external assessment normally including a
site visit;

+ a report resulting from the external assess-
ment;

+ a consistent follow-up.

Guidelines:

External quality assurance carried out professional-
ly, consistently and transparently ensures its accep-
tance and impact.

Depending on the design of the external quality as-
surance system, the institution provides the basis
for the external quality assurance through a self-as-
sessment or by collecting other material including
supporting evidence. The written documentation is
normally complemented by interviews with stake-
holders during a site visit. The findings of the as-

External quality assurance does not end with the re-
port by the experts. The report provides clear guid-
ance for institutional action. Agencies have a con-
sistent follow-up process for considering the action
taken by the institution. The nature of the follow-up
will depend on the design of the external quality as-
surance.

2.4 Peer-review experts

Standard:

External quality assurance should be carried out
by groups of external experts that include (a)
student member(s).

Guidelines:

At the core of external quality assurance is the wide

range of expertise provided by peer experts, who

contribute to the work of the agency through input

from various perspectives, including those of insti-

tutions, academics, students and employers/profes-

sional practitioners.

In order to ensure the value and consistency of the

work of the experts, they

« are carefully selected;

+ have appropriate skills and are competent to
perform their task;

+ are supported by appropriate training and/or
briefing.

The agency ensures the independence of the ex-

perts by implementing a mechanism of no-con-

flict-of-interest.

The involvement of international experts in external

quality assurance, for example as members of peer

panels, is desirable as it adds a further dimension to

the development and implementation of processes

2.5 Criteria for outcomes

Standard:

Any outcomes or judgements made as the result
of external quality assurance should be based
on explicit and published criteria that are ap-
plied consistently, irrespective of whether the
process leads to a formal decision.

Guidelines:

External quality assurance and in particular its out-
comes have a significant impact on institutions and
programmes that are evaluated and judged.

In the interests of equity and reliability, outcomes of
external quality assurance are based on predefined
and published criteria, which are interpreted con-
sistently and are evidence-based.

Depending on the external quality assurance sys-
tem, outcomes may take different forms, for exam-
ple, recommendations, judgements or formal deci-
sions.

2.6 Reporting

Standard:

Full reports by the experts should be published,
clear and accessible to the academic communi-
ty, external partners and other interested indi-
viduals. If the agency takes any formal decision
based on the reports, the decision should be
published together with the report.

Guidelines:

The report by the experts is the basis for the insti-

tution’s follow-up action of the external evaluation

and it provides information to society regarding the

activities of an institution. In order for the report to

be used as the basis for action to be taken, it needs

to be clear and concise in its structure and language

and to cover

+ context description (to help locate the higher
education institution in its specific context);

+ description of the individual procedure, including
experts involved;

+ evidence, analysis and findings;

* conclusions;

+ features of good practice, demonstrated by the
institution;

+ recommendations for follow-up action.

The preparation of a summary report may be useful.

The factual accuracy of a report is improved if the in-
stitution is given the opportunity to point out errors
of fact before the report is finalised.

2.7 Complaints and appeals

Standard:

Complaints and appeals processes should be
clearly defined as part of the design of external

Guidelines:

In order to safeguard the rights of the institutions
and ensure fair decision-making, external quality
assurance is operated in an open and accountable
way. Nevertheless, there may be misapprehensions
or instances of dissatisfaction about the process or
formal outcomes.

Institutions need to have access to processes that
allow them to raise issues of concern with the agen-
cy; the agencies, need to handle such issues in a
professional way by means of a clearly defined pro-
cess that is consistently applied.

A complaints procedure allows an institution to state
its dissatisfaction about the conduct of the process
or those carrying it out.

In an appeals procedure, the institution questions
the formal outcomes of the process, where it can
demonstrate that the outcome is not based on
sound evidence, that criteria have not been correct-
ly applied or that the processes have not been con-
sistently implemented.

Part 3: Standards and guidelines for
quality assurance agencies

3.1 Activities, policy and processes for
quality assurance

Standard:

Agencies should undertake external quality as-
surance activities as defined in Part 2 of the ESG
on a regular basis. They should have clear and
explicit goals and objectives that are part of
their publicly available mission statement. These
should translate into the daily work of the agen-
cy. Agencies should ensure the involvement of
stakeholders in their governance and work.

Guidelines:

To ensure the meaningfulness of external quality
assurance, it is important that institutions and the
public trust agencies.

Therefore, the goals and objectives of the quality
assurance activities are described and published
along with the nature of interaction between the
agencies and relevant stakeholders in higher edu-
cation, especially the higher education institutions,
and the scope of the agencies’ work. The expertise

A variety of external quality assurance activities are
carried out by agencies to achieve different objec-
tives. Among them are evaluation, review, audit, as-
sessment, accreditation or other similar activities at
programme or institutional level that may be carried
out differently. When the agencies also carry out
other activities, a clear distinction between external
quality assurance and their other fields of work is
needed.

3.2 Official status

Standard:

Agencies should have an established legal basis
and should be formally recognised as quality as-
surance agencies by competent public authori-
ties.

Guidelines:

In particular when external quality assurance is
carried out for regulatory purposes, institutions
need to have the security that the outcomes of
this process are accepted within their higher edu-
cation system, by the state, the stakeholders and
the public.

3.3 Independence

Standard:

Agencies should be independent and act auto-
nomously. They should have full responsibility
for their operations and the outcomes of those
operations without third party influence.

Guidelines:

Autonomous institutions need independent agen-

cies as counterparts.

In considering the independence of an agency the

following are important:

+ Organisational independence, demonstrated by
official documentation (e.g. instruments of gov-
ernment, legislative acts or statutes of the orga-
nisation) that stipulates the independence of the
agency’s work from third parties, such as higher
education institutions, governments and other
stakeholder organisations;

+ Operational independence: the definition and
operation of the agency’s procedures and
methods as well as the nomination and ap-
pointment of external experts are undertaken-

Anyone contributing to external quality assurance
activities of an agency (e.g. as expert) is informed
that while they may be nominated by a third party,
they are acting in a personal capacity and not repre-
senting their constituent organisations when work-
ing for the agency. Independence is important to
ensure that any procedures and decisions are solely
based on expertise.

3.4 Thematic analysis

Standard:

Agencies should regularly publish reports that
describe and analyse the general findings of
their external quality assurance activities.

Guidelines:

In the course of their work, agencies gain informa-
tion on programmes and institutions that can be
useful beyond the scope of a single process, provid-
ing material for structured analyses across the high-
er education system. These findings can contribute
to the reflection on and the improvement of quality
assurance policies and processes in institutional, na-
tional and international contexts.

A thorough and careful analysis of this information
will show developments, trends and areas of good
practice or persistent difficulty.

3.5 Resources

Standard:

Agencies should have adequate and appropriate
resources, both human and financial, to carry
out their work.

Guidelines:

It is in the public interest that agencies are ade-
quately and appropriately funded, given higher edu-
cation’s important impact on the development of
societies and individuals. The resources of the agen-
cies enable them to organise and run their external
quality assurance activities in an effective and ef-

3.6 Internal quality assurance and
professional conduct

Standard:

Agencies should have in place processes for in-
ternal quality assurance related to defining, as-
suring and enhancing the quality and integrity of
their activities.

Guidelines:

Agencies need to be accountable to their stake-
holders. Therefore, high professional standards and
integrity in the agency’s work are indispensable.
The review and improvement of their activities are
on-going so as to ensure that their services to insti-
tutions and society are optimal.

Agencies apply an internal quality assurance policy
which is available on its website. This policy

* ensures that all persons involved in its activities
are competent and act professionally and ethi-
cally;

* includes internal and external feedback mech-
anisms that lead to a continuous improvement
within the agency;

* guards against intolerance of any kind or dis-
crimination;

* outlines the appropriate communication with the
relevant authorities of those jurisdictions where
they operate;

* ensures that any activities carried out and mate-
rial produced by subcontractors are in line with
the ESG, if some or all of the elements in its qua-
lity assurance activities are subcontracted to
other parties;

+ allows the agency to establish the status and
recognition of the institutions with which it
conducts external quality assurance.

Agencies should undergo an external review at

least once every five years in order to demo-
nstrate their compliance with the ESG.

Part 1: Standards and guidelines for
internal quality assurance

1.1 Policy for quality assurance

Institutions should have a policy for quality assur-
ance that is made public and forms part of their
strategic management. Internal stakeholders should
develop and implement this policy through appropri-
ate structures and processes, while involving exter-
nal stakeholders’.

1.2 Design and approval of programmes?

Institutions should have processes for the design
and approval of their programmes. The programmes
should be designed so that they meet the objec-
tives set for them, including the intended learning
outcomes. The qualification resulting from a pro-
gramme should be clearly specified and communi-
cated, and refer to the correct level of the national
qualifications framework for higher education and,
consequently, to the Framework for Qualifications of
the European Higher Education Area.

1.3 Student-centred learning, teaching
and assessment

Institutions should ensure that the programmes are
delivered in a way that encourages students to take
an active role in creating the learning process, and
that the assessment of students reflects this ap-
proach.

1.4 Student admission, progression,
recognition and certification

Institutions should consistently apply pre-defined
and published regulations covering all phases of the
student “life cycle”, e.g. student admission, progres-
sion, recognition and certification.

Institutions should assure themselves of the compe-
tence of their teachers. They should apply fair and
transparent processes for the recruitment and de-
velopment of the staff.

1.6 Learning resources and student
support

Institutions should have appropriate funding for
learning and teaching activities and ensure that ade-
quate and readily accessible learning resources and
student support are provided.

1.7 Information management

Institutions should ensure that they collect, analyse
and use relevant information for the effective ma-
nagement of their programmes and other activities.

1.8 Public information

Institutions should publish information about their
activities, including programmes, which is clear, ac-
curate, objective, up-to-date and readily accessible.

1.9 On-going monitoring and periodic
review of programmes

Institutions should monitor and periodically review
their programmes to ensure that they achieve the
objectives set for them and respond to the needs
of students and society. These reviews should lead
to continuous improvement of the programme. Any
action planned or taken as a result should be com-
municated to all those concerned.

1.10 Cyclical external quality assurance

Institutions should undergo external quality assur-
ance in line with the ESG on a cyclical basis.

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Part 2: Standards and guidelines for
external quality assurance

2.1 Consideration of internal quality
assurance

External quality assurance should address the effec-
tiveness of the internal quality assurance processes
described in Part 1 of the ESG.

2.2 Designing methodologies fit for
purpose

External quality assurance should be defined and
designed specifically to ensure its fitness to achieve
the aims and objectives set for it, while taking into
account relevant regulations. Stakeholders should
be involved in its design and continuous improve-
ment.

2.3 Implementing processes

External quality assurance processes should be re-
liable, useful, pre-defined, implemented consistently
and published. They include

+ aself-assessment or equivalent;

+ an external assessment normally including a site
visit;

+ areport resulting from the external assessment;

* aconsistent follow-up.

2.4 Peer-review experts

External quality assurance should be carried out by
groups of external experts that include (a) student
member(s).

2.5 Criteria for outcomes

Any outcomes or judgements made as the result of
external quality assurance should be based on ex-
plicit and published criteria that are applied consist-
ently, irrespective of whether the process leads to a
formal decision.

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2.6 Reporting

Full reports by the experts should be published,
clear and accessible to the academic community,
external partners and other interested individuals. If
the agency takes any formal decision based on the
reports, the decision should be published together
with the report.

2.7 Complaints and appeals

Complaints and appeals processes should be clear-
ly defined as part of the design of external quality
assurance processes and communicated to the in-
stitutions.

Part 3: Standards and guidelines for
quality assurance agencies

3.1 Activities, policy and processes for
quality assurance

Agencies should undertake external quality assur-
ance activities as defined in Part 2 of the ESG on
a regular basis. They should have clear and explicit
goals and objectives that are part of their publicly
available mission statement. These should translate
into the daily work of the agency. Agencies should
ensure the involvement of stakeholders in their gov-
ernance and work.

3.2 Official status

Agencies should have an established legal basis and
should be formally recognised as quality assurance
agencies by competent public authorities.

3.3 Independence

Agencies should be independent and act autono-
mously. They should have full responsibility for their
operations and the outcomes of those operations
without third party influence.

3.4 Thematic analysis
Agencies should regularly publish reports that de-

scribe and analyse the general findings of their ex-
ternal quality assurance activities.
