At all times painting was a special kind of art
which fascinated the soul, touched the hidden
strings, revealing wonderful sounds changing and
transforming us, forcing the heart to beat faster.
The National Artist of Ukraine Vasyl Ganotskyi is
exactly that creative person who is able to share
with the audience, lovers of his unique art, all the
beauty and harmony of the world around. His true
art awakens clear thoughts and pure feelings...
Since childhood he was captivated by the mystery
of creation and charmed with trembling emana-
tions. Just then he had chosen his life path, full
of special charm and uniqueness which include
distinctive movement of the soul. Born in a large
family, from little up he got used to work hard,
to be respectful and grateful, so as parents tried
to cultivate in their children dignity and ability
to remain always sincere and frank man in diffi-
cult situations. He obtained art education first at
Crimean Art School of M. Samokish, then at the
Kharkiv Art and Industrial Institute; his teachers
were famous masters, followers of the realist school
of painting, such as People’s Artist of Ukraine, Pro-
fessor A.M. Konstantynopolskyi, Honored Artists
of Ukraine, Professors E. P. Yegorov, O.V. Vyat-
kin, V.Y. Lozovoi and V.M. Chaus. At that very
time the fundamentals of artist's view had been
formed, the highest priority he gave to traditions
and rich culture of Ukraine. After graduating from
the Institute, he was invited to work as an assistant
lecturer at the department of drawing, and later
he was appointed a senior lecturer at the depart-
ment of painting. At the present time he is the head
of this department. He is also the professor of the
Kharkiv State Academy of Design and Arts.

Since 1980 a young artist has been an active partici-
pant of various all-Soviet Union and republic exhi-
bitions. He praised the diligence and hospitality of
the Soviet people, heroic past of hard times of the
Great Patriotic War in his works “The Front-line
Hospital” and “Post-war Spring”. For the similar
painting named “After the Fight” which was ded-
icated to his father he was awarded by the Pre-
sidium of the Supreme Council of the USSR with
the letter of commendation. In 1983 he became
a member of the National Union of Artists of
Ukraine, and for over thirty years paintings of
Vasyl Ganotskyi have been successfully exhibited
at national, foreign and international exhibitions.
Many of his works are at the property of the Min-
istry of Culture of Ukraine, Department of Exhibi-
tions of the National Union of Artists of Ukraine.
Also they were purchased by museums, galleries
and collectors from different countries, where art
lovers were able to get acquainted with the work of
our countryman.

time. Plastic and color aspects of painter’s excel-
lence appear especially clearly. Each painting is
unique in its instantaneousness, has its own mood,
story, rhythmic lines and laconic and severe color.
Every still life differs with its individuality and
richness of the form, every time the artist finds
something unique in natural surroundings: “Red
Still Life”, “ Field flowers”, “Colors of Autumn”,
“Sweet lilac” - these works are full of the zest of
life, a quick dab can pass the very first, unique
experience of watching the perfect creations of
nature.

Landscape takes pride of place in the works of the
artist. With great emotional expressiveness, based
on personal perception, he seeks for truth and great
love when rendering the image of his native land.
He conveys very clearly the nature of the figura-
tive motif, the richness of color and tonal nuances,
a variety of composite and plastic-making solu-
tions, and emotional sound of each landscape. And
we see that in his series of Vologda Landscapes
named “Northern Motives”, where the surround-
ing world is the more severe, dark and slightly cool,
and in the series “Crimean Landscapes”, where,
on the contrary, the nature motifs are filled with
bright afternoon sun light and the shine of beam-
ing sea, with huge stone blocks at the foot of the
majestic ridge of the Crimean Mountains - his true
homeland. There is general richness of colors in his
poetic autumn landscapes such as “ Autumn Lace”,
“Vesper-bell”, “Holy Mounts”, “Purple Autumn”
and others, here one can feel the unique palpitation
of golden leaves which is the true characteristic
of this splendid season autumn. Spring landscapes
also have their own peculiar colors, they are cheery
and open, these images experienced by the artist
are very lyric, they are reflected in such a way as
if time stood still on the canvas. Laconism, expres-
siveness of the precise details, the unity of plastic
shapes make one reveal deep philosophical sense
in a simple image.

However, the portraiture become the focus of his
creative work, so Vasyl Ganotskyi is rightly con-
sidered the maestro of portrait painting who cre-
ated the whole gallery of characters of historical
figures and famous contemporaries.

In this regard one should mention the large scale
event called “The Saint Rus-Ukraine”, devoted to
1020th anniversary of adoption of Christianity in
Kyiv Rus. During this event the artist presented
the series of retrospective thematic pictures depict-
ing the outstanding personalities whose names are
related with the valorous past of our state, among
them Yaroslav the Wise, Volodymyr Velykyi
(Volodymyr the Great), Svyatoslav the Brave, Prin-
cess Olga, Volodymyr Monomakh, Nestor the
Chronicler and many others. In the everlasting
unity of man and nature we feel the philosophical
wisdom of existence. For the artist Vasyl Ga-
notskyi this unity is the subject of his creative

work, his world of art. The true feeling of the artist
never betrayed him, he never acted against his con-
science, his extraordinary talent, continuous hard
work, school of life, broad knowledge, his views
and beliefs inspire his works with high energy and
enthusiasm.

A distinctive feature of talent of a portrait painter is
that his painting gives an effect not only of “perfect
imitation of nature” but also reveals a wide range
of feelings and interrelations. The artist always
finds something unique in the nature, the novelty
of instant fleeting impressions, poetic images, and
tries to convey to the audience his perception of
beauty. We may see that in his works “The Woman
in Red”, “Gurzuf Motive”, “Spirit of Spring”, “A
Talk”. He does not seek for special effects gener-
ated by spontaneous experiments, but step by step,
with his inherent modesty he masters the depths
of creativity through a peaceful dialogue with the
nature and due to his particular hard working. The
complex interweaving of colors, their harmonious
combination and comparison and unaccustomed
eccentric contrasts - thanks to all that a semi-hid-
den color in the nature comes alive in his paint-
ings. New major and life-affirming mood of vibrant
colors falls on the canvas. Solid and vigorous brush
strokes combine with smooth, graceful and peace-
ful ones. Uneven, almost a relief texture of paint-
ing gives an original detection of objects, transmits
their shape, color; with wide and thick impasto
strokes the artist makes a mosaic on canvases, the
mosaic of his soul ...

With every new work matures the talent of the
master, one reveals new features of his art, his
search and his inventions. At the same time we
can discover the features that make up the author’s
face: lyrical and poetic reflection on the harmoni-
ous beauty of human, unity of spiritual sources
with a great aesthetic force of nature, close atten-
tion to the image of man, painter praises his char-
acters proudly, with love and special passion -
“Domestic Comfort”, “Morning”, “In thoughts”, ”
Carmen of Kharkiv” and others.

Only permanent self-discipline gives the right to
such a frank talk with the audience. Every meet-
ing of this kind brings about joy, new reflections
and a range of complex feelings. No matter which
genre the painter chooses in his work, he always
stays true to himself. The principal honesty of the
artist, an exceptional honesty and goodwill in deal-
ing with people are the key to his high authority.
The jubilee solo exhibition of works of the artist
became a joyous holiday of colors, which brought
and will bring aesthetic pleasure to fans of his
bright, cheerful, sincere art works as the pieces of
Vasyl Ganotskyi breathe happiness, the paintings
are full of warmth - and a healing potion for the
our souls.

Ganotskyi V. is the sorcerer of women’s images.

Portraiture, especially the female one, is a special
chapter of the creative work of Vasyl Ganotskyi.
Though quite often it is possible see a still-life or
a landscape, or a thematic picture in his work-
shop or at exhibition, the portrait genre is espe-
cially dear to the artist.

While creating he always aspires not only to
achieve the similarity of appearance and to render
the maximum of exact image of the model, but also
tries to reflect the very essence of a person, the
overnice shades of moods and even world percep-
tion. Vasyl Ganotskyi has a wonderful ability to
feel character, state of mind and to transfer all this
through the lens of his perception, disclosing new
features during every session. And trying to render
all ambiguity and variety of emotional shades he
shoots for the stars, his challenges being more and
more serious. That is why he is always in search, in
quest for excellence.

It is very interesting to watch him “conjuring” with
a portrait. Sometimes he paints with a thin brush
for a very long time, carefully, with pinpoint accu-
racy, the other time he acts with decision and cour-
age, as if he tries to seize something that escapes,
his strokes being prompt and wide. Any time you
may see him in absolute concentration, breathless
attention, with a sharp, squint-eyed look running
across from model to canvas. And suddenly, as a
sun glint, a pleased smile appears on his face - he
has captured something intangible, managed “to
stop an instant”...
